To transport clients to and from their home to the Association for the Blind’s Perron Centre in Victoria Park using the Associations’ or your own vehicle.  
Key Result Area

Transport clients to and from the Perron Centre in Victoria Park using an Association vehicle or your own vehicle as directed by the Transport Officer.

Competency Requirements

1. Clean valid “C” class drivers licence

2. Reliable and punctual

3. Good navigational and safe driving skills

4. Good communication and interpersonal skills
5. A sense of humour and ability to cope with change and stress  

6. An interest to assist people with vision loss

7. Medical clearance for fitness to drive
8. Safe vehicle (if using your own vehicle)

Time and Availability Requirements

Your driving roster will be planned in conjunction with the Transport Officer depending on the clients’ requirements and your availability. You may wish to volunteer to drive for half or a full day or more than one day in the week. .  
You will be required to transport clients for various programs at Victoria Park that start at 9.30am and finish at 12 noon or for programs that start at 1pm and finish at 3,30pm.  Programs are provided from Mondays to Fridays during school terms. Some drivers choose to stay on to help in a program while others undertake personal tasks between driving them to Perron Centre and driving them home after their program.
